Pillars of Faith provides a special recognition to those youth in Scouting who earn all the traditional
Catholic Religious Awards. Very few Scouts earn the highest award in their Scouting program. Even
fewer Scouts earn a Religious Award, so to earn all the traditional Catholic Religious Awards is a
monumental feat. The Pillars of Faith pin recognizes these Scouts.

The name and design of the award represent the fact that Religious Awards are like pillars, supporting the
Scout's development in and appreciation of the Catholic faith. The Religious Awards are the pillars, not
the roof, for none of us are ever done growing in our faith. The design also includes the Church, Bible,
and cross, other essential elements in faith.
